The 
surrendering of various wounds, 
relationships and circumstances 
to the authority of Christ brought 
us a new spiritual freedom and 
the lightness of forgiveness and 
Father’s love.”

God has impressed upon us the vital 
need of a place of retreat, healing and 
restoration for pastors and leaders from 
around the world, especially those 
who are struggling in difficult personal 
situations or have been wounded 
in the battle and are at the point of 
exhaustion.  

Under the name Operation Blairmore 
we have developed a specially 
designed retreat to give opportunity 
for complete rest, support, care and 
personal ministry for those in key 
positions of leadership within a church, 
organisation or business. 

We offer retreats throughout the year 
for those leaders who need time and 
space to quietly come before God and 
seek Him in a new and refreshing way.

Operation Blairmore retreats are 
designed to be an opportunity for 
restoration and healing for Christian 
leaders whose personal needs have 
become a hindrance to fulfilling their 
calling, or who are exhausted in the 
battle and desperately in need of rest 
and recuperation.  As such, the time 
is given to God to work deeply in the 
lives of those who attend; they are not 
merely a holiday away 
from every-day life.  

The retreats are for 
pastors and Christian 
leaders from all walks 
of life.  They are not 
limited to church 
leaders as we also seek to encourage 
those who are in key business 
positions, missionaries, or a position 
of leadership within an organisation.  
People are encouraged to come with 
their spouse wherever possible so that 
husbands and wives can share together 
in what God is doing.  We regret we 
are unable to accommodate children 
during these retreats.

The Gentle Process of Restoration
Set in the comfort and beauty of 
Blairmore House, Operation Blairmore 
is not built around a structure of formal 
meetings.  It is led by experienced Ellel 
leaders and the retreats simply offer 
you the space, time and care you need 
to find restoration for your whole be-
ing: body, soul and spirit.  Whether you 
are in need of personal restoration or 
are seeking the Lord for direction and 

renewed vision for your life, 
Operation Blairmore offers 
you the secure and loving 
environment you need. 

There will be opportunities 
for personal ministry as 
well as informal times of 

fellowship with other leaders. Whilst 
the days are free, the evenings are 
often spent together in the warmth 
and comfort of the Drawing Room for a 
time of worship and some inspirational 
sharing from the retreat’s leaders. 

The retreats typically last between ten 
days and a fortnight to allow time for 
God to work gently yet powerfully in 
the lives of those attending.  

A Place Set Apart
Blairmore House, situated in the heart 
of the Scottish countryside, is a place 
away from the pressures of every-day 
life.  Impressively beautiful and yet 
warm and homely, Blairmore and its 
dedicated team provide an 
abundance of care and love 
to those who come. Nestled 
in twenty-three acres of 
its own woodland, it offers 
plenty of opportunity for 
contemplative walks in the 
beauty of God’s creation.

A Free Gift 
As a ministry it has always 
been our policy not to charge for 
retreats and personal ministry. As 
such, there is no formal charge for 
a stay at Blairmore House as part of 
Operation Blairmore. We see it as our 
responsibility to share the need with 
the Body of Christ and pray that God 
will provide adequate specific funding 
to cover the costs. 

It does, nevertheless, cost a significant 
amount of money to provide these 
retreats.  We would ask guests or their 
sponsors to consider making a

donation to the ministry for as much 
as they, or their organisation are able, 
so that they can have the privilege of 
sharing in the ongoing provision for 
others who need to come.

All places on the retreats are 
offered on an application 
basis.  We consider these 
opportunities as a rare 
and valuable asset to the 
Body of Christ and each 
application is prayerfully 
considered before places 
are offered.
