ABOUT ELLEL GRANGE

The History

Purchased in 1986, Ellel Grange was the first Ellel Ministries centre to be established
and is the international headquarters of the work. As well as holding Healing Retreats
and Training Courses, Ellel Grange accommodates the Special Ministries Unit which
provides longer-term help for those in need, the 9 Week Flagship Programme of
Healing and Discipleship and the 2 week Advancing the Kingdom course.

Life at Ellel Grange

Ellel Grange is an Italianate Villa, finished in 1859, in the same style as Queen
Victoria’s Osbourne House. We are able to accommodate comfortably up to 60 guests.
There are spacious lounges, a well stocked Christian Bookshop, a snooker table and a
heated indoor swimming pool. It is surrounded by large grounds and pleasant wooded
areas, with one of the finest collections of trees in the north of England. The Lancaster
Canal runs through the estate with lovely walks along its towpath. Within the grounds
of Ellel Grange is the semi-derelict St. Mary’s Church. This is in the process of being
repaired and restored as King’s Lee Chapel, which will expand the capabilities of the
centre, and host a wide variety of aspects of the work. Within an hour’s reach or less
there are also areas of special interest and beauty like the Lake District and the Forest
of Bowland.

Getting to Ellel Grange

Ellel Grange is situated in the countryside about six miles south of the small city of
Lancaster, in the North West of England. This is about 220 miles from London and just
a few hundred yards off junction 33 of the M6 just south of Lancaster.

England has three main international airports, Heathrow and Gatwick close to London
and Manchester about 60 miles south of Ellel Grange. Other airports such as
Birmingham, Glasgow and Edinburgh are all accessible to the main line train service
between London and Glasgow that passes through Lancaster. There are also Liverpool
(Easy Jet) and Blackpool (Ryanair) airports which are both about as far as Manchester
but not as easily accessible by public transport.

Coach travel in England is normally considerably cheaper than the trains, but the
journey times are much longer. As with the trains, cheaper tickets are available if
purchased in advance. The National Express Coach service operates out of London
Victoria (adjacent to the Victoria train station) and can be picked up en-route to
Lancaster at Heathrow airport.
